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The Appropriations Committee has broad responsibility for the Federal budget.
Specifically, the Committee oversees appropriations of revenue for the support of the
Government; rescissions of appropriations contained in appropriations Acts; transfers of
unexpected balances; and bills and joint resolutions reported by other committees that
provide new entitlement authority.
